This is a call to become acquainted or reacquainted with and draw deeply from the very scrip-
tures that call, sustain, inspire, and empower the church as it is the hands of God in the world.  I would encourage 
everyone, whether individually or as family, to embrace a daily practice of including the word of God in our diets.  
There are a variety of ways this can happen. 

♦ A person can make regular use of any of the variety of devotional materials that are available.  Currently 
there are many “leftover” devotionals when the new ones come out.

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Churchwide Assembly 
Even though our synod assembly has taken place there is yet to be the gathering of the ELCA from August 16-23.  This church wide 
assembly will reflect on and make decisions about how the ministry of the church will look and be carried out.  What has captured 
the attention of the media around the country is the “Report and Recommendation on Ministry Policies Task Force for ELCA Studies 
on Sexuality” and the proposed social statement, “Human Sexuality: Gift and Trust.”  As our synod reflected on these two, the con-
sensus of those gathered was to make a recommendation to the church wide assemble to pass the social statement. 
 With respect to the “Report and Recommendation on Ministry Policies Task Force for the ELCA Studies on Sexuality,” the 
recommendation was by a very slim margin to not pass.  It is primarily this statement that we met to become familiar with before our 
synod assembly.  This report forwards observations and recommendations to the church wide assembly.  The recommendation of the 
task force is that this document, since it has the potential of altering the policy and guidelines for rostered persons, be considered as 
four separate resolutions taken in order.  The only way the full recommendation of the task would be implemented is if all four reso-
lutions pass.  A “no” vote on any one of the resolutions would end consideration of this document.  From the report this paragraph 
perhaps better describes the process. 
 “On the basis of its prayer, listening, and deliberations, the majority of the task force recommends four resolutions, propos-
ing that each resolution be considered only if the preceding one has been approved.  The first two resolutions ask the assembly to 
clarify its will and intent to determine whether or not it wishes to change its policies.  The third asks this church to reaffirm its com-
mitment to respecting bound consciences in the midst of disagreement.  The fourth resolution, to be considered only if each of the 
first three is approved by the assembly, proposes on way by which this church could incorporate flexibility into its decision-making 
in order to allow the possibility of rostered service by a person living in a publicly accountable, life-long monogamous, same gen-
dered relationship.” (“Report and Recommendation on Ministry Policies Task Force for ELCA Studies on Sexuality” pages 13-14, 
lines 569-576)
